Creative Canada
Program Overview

Throughout history, art has provided a way to communicate events and feelings and to be available for many to enjoy and experience. Even with the invention of photography, art has remained important in our society.
In this program, students will learn about historical events and see many pieces of artwork from the First and Second World Wars as well as the Cold War.  These pieces will include images of events, propaganda posters and Squadron and Station crests and students will examine how each of them reflects their current events.
This program includes an activity whereby students will create their own Station crest, using what they have learned about what types of things were included in original designs.  This will encourage them to think about the local history of a particular place and the role of those responsible for air defence and how to best represent each of these.

Interactive tour: Students will be given a tour of the museum with stops focusing on the First World War, Second World War, and multiple stops on the Cold War.  Hands-on activities such as an explanation of how radar works, having the chance to interact with historical radar consoles and examinations of period works of art enhance the tour.

Artistic Activity: As a class, students will examine and analyze Squadron and Station crests and learn how their designs reflect a particular location or group of people.  Using what they have learned, students will then design their own crest for a particular self-chosen location with emphasis on designs that represent the area in a literal or symbolic way. Students will present their designs to the class, explaining the method they used in their design process.
Free Time: Students are able to explore the museum on their own and have the opportunity to examine any exhibits not on the tour, sit in the cockpit of a CT-133 Silverstar “T-Bird” jet, watch historical videos, or visit the gift shop.

Curriculum Links

From the Grade 9 Arts Curriculum:

Students will become familiar with the elements and principles of design and the expressive qualities of various materials by using a range of media, processes, techniques, and styles. Students will use the creative and critical analysis processes and will interpret art within a personal, contemporary, and historical context.
By the end of grade 9 visual arts, students will:
Creating and Presenting:
· The Creative Process: apply the creative process to create a variety of art works, individually and/or collaboratively;

· The Elements and Principles of Design: apply elements and principles of design to create art works for the purpose of self-expression and to communicate ideas, information, and/or messages;

· Production and Presentation: produce art works, using a variety of media/materials and traditional and/or emerging technologies, tools, and techniques, and demonstrate an understanding of a variety of ways of presenting their works and the works of others.
By the end of this course, students will:

· use a variety of strategies, individually and/or collaboratively, to generate ideas and to develop plans for the creation of art works

· use exploration/experimentation, reflection, and revision when producing a variety of art works in each of the following areas: drawing, sculpture, painting, and printmaking 
· document their use of the creative process in a portfolio  and refer to this portfolio to reflect on how effectively they have used the creative process

· explore elements and principles of design, and apply them to create art works that express personal feelings and/or communicate emotions to an audience
· apply elements and principles of design to create art works that communicate ideas and information 
· explore and experiment with a variety of media/materials and traditional and/or emerging technologies, tools, and techniques, and apply them to produce art works 
· use appropriate practices to prepare their art works for presentation demonstrate an understanding of some of the ways in which art works can be presented to reach a variety of audiences 
Reflecting, Responding and Analysing

· The Critical Analysis Process: demonstrate an understanding of the critical analysis process by examining, interpreting, evaluating, and reflecting on various art works;

· Art, Society, and Values: demonstrate an understanding of how art works reflect the society in which they were created, and of how they can affect personal values;

· Connections Beyond the Classroom: demonstrate an understanding of the types of knowledge and skills developed in visual arts, and identify various opportunities related to visual arts.
By the end of this course, students will:

· identify and describe their initial reactions to a variety of art works

· identify, on the basis of examination, elements and principles of design used in various art works, and describe their effects 

· interpret a variety of historical and/or contemporary art works to identify their subject matter and purpose and the meanings they convey

· use a variety of strategies to identify and reflect on the qualities of their own art works and the works of others, and evaluate the effectiveness of these works

· identify the functions of various types of art works in past and present societies

· identify ways in which various art works reflect the society in which they were created 

· identify ways in which creating and/or analysing art works has affected their personal identity and values 

· identify types of knowledge and skills acquired in visual arts and describe how they could be applied in a variety of areas of personal and professional life

· identify a variety of secondary and postsecondary pathways and careers related to visual arts 

· identify, on the basis of exploration, a variety of personal opportunities in their community in cultural or other fields related to visual arts
Foundations
· Terminology: demonstrate an understanding of, and use correct terminology when referring to, elements, principles, and other components related to visual arts;

· Conventions and Techniques: demonstrate an understanding of conventions and techniques used in the creation of visual art works;

· Responsible Practices: demonstrate an understanding of responsible practices related to visual arts.
By the end of this course, students will:

· use appropriate terminology when identifying and describing the use of elements and principles of design in their own art works and the works of others 

· use appropriate vocabulary to describe techniques, materials, and tools when creating and presenting visual art works 
· identify the stages of the creative process and the critical analysis process using appropriate terminology 
· demonstrate an understanding of some techniques that artists use to achieve specific effects 

· demonstrate an understanding of some of the conventions used in visual art works 

· identify some legal and ethical issues associated with visual arts, and demonstrate legal and ethical practices when creating, presenting, and/or promoting art works 

· demonstrate safe and conscientious practices associated with the use of materials, tools, and technologies in visual arts 

· demonstrate an understanding of how the production and presentation of art works can affect the environment, and apply environmentally responsible practices when creating and presenting art works
